WRONG QUESTION

All the laws and prophets don’t 
stand on ONE single greatest 
commandment, but on TWO.



M A T T H E W  2 2 : 3 7 - 4 0

Jesus said to him, “‘You shall love the Lord 
your God with all your heart, with all your soul, 
and with all your mind.’ 38 This is the first and 

great commandment. 39 And the second is like 
it: ‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself.’ 

40 On these two commandments hang all the 
Law and the Prophets.”
