number of his name. 18 Here is wisdom. Let him

In Ezekiel 9, the prophet  
had a vision concerning the  
impending doom and  
destruction of Jerusalem.



And the LORD said to him, “Go through the 
midst of the city, through the midst of Jerusalem, 
and put a mark on the foreheads of the men who 

sigh and cry over all the abominations that are 
done within it.”

The word for servant in Rev 7:3  
is the word ‘DOULOS’, or better
