Right at the start of Leviticus, God gives

the LORD, you shall bring your offering of the 

livestock- of the herd and of the flock.”



In the original Hebrew text

“When any one of you brings an offering 
of ‘YOU’ to the Lord, you shall bring your 
offering of the livestock, of the herd and 

of the flock.”
